Certified Kitchen Designer, Certified Aging in Place Specialist
Allied Kitchen and Bath, Fort Lauderdale, Florida

modeling a home can be a daunting task and some homeown-

rs are blindsided by delays, setbacks, and unforeseen costs.

The key to avoiding these pitfalls is to remember that planning

promotes peak performance. Understanding the proper planning

and procedures can make the entire remodeling process streamline and

enjoyable. The first step is to gather the right information - this allows you the
opportunity to make the best decisions for you and your project.

Information is power, and having the proper information will allow you to
make the best decision as to what is right for you in getting the project done.
There is a right way to do it, and a wrong way to do it. Many people find out
after-the-fact that they went the “wrong way”. Wrong contractor, wrong timing,

wrong products, etc. This cannot only be frustrating and time-consuming, but is
always an expensive mistake. Before any decision is made to hire a general con-
tractor, you should do the proper research.

Let me take you through the proper steps that | recommend on how to best
get your remodeling project completed in a timely manner and on budget, with
good planning and preparation. Knowing that you need to invest time will relieve
alot of the frustration and concerns once the the project is started.

Knowing how long it takes to complete a job from start to finish is important
so that it will exceed your expectations. All too often people are told that a project
will take much less time than it actually does. There are lots of reasons that this
can happen. Improper plans to get the work done. This involves having to redo

things and going back to correct what could have
originally been done properly in the first place. Often,
people will come in and we will have a discussion
about who they've talked to and what kind of prices
that they've had. One of my questions is do you have
any plans?

Surprisingly, a lot of people do not. This is the
first mistake. How can you properly price or produce
a project without a proper set of plans? Unless you
know exactly what products are being used and how
they're being installed it's impossible to be accurate.
Poor planning on the contractor’s part can cause de-
lays. If the contractor doesn't properly schedule and
make sure that things are going to happen when
they're supposed to happen, you can expect delays.
Change orders.

Nobody likes change orders, not the owner, not
the contractor. Just by adding a simple light fixture
can cause delays by having to go to the city for revi-
sions as well as the plans and the time that it takes
to get all of this done. The contractor doesn't like to
charge that and the owner definitely doesn't want to
pay that. So, planning ahead and selecting all the
components before work starts is ideal and promotes
peak performance.

So what is it that you, the consumer can do to

achieve the best results in order for you to get the
project done and pick a great contractor?
First, gather any house plans if you have any for the
home or apartment. If you don't, try and take some
simple measurements just to get an idea of the
space. |t doesn't have to be exact. Second, take lots
of photos of the areas both inside the room and out-
side the room. If you are looking to remove, or move
walls make sure that you take photos of both sides
of those as well. If it's a house, it would also be a
good idea to take a picture of the front and back of
the house as well. Do research. go on
the Internet, flip through magazines,
Create an ideabook on Houzz.com,
get an idea of what type of products
you like, and what type of look you're
trying to achieve.

Know your budget. Try to fig-
ure out what you want to spend to get
the project done. It may be a good
number or you may be under budget
for what it actually takes to get your
project done. At least having a starting
place gives you somewhere to go
from. Next, go on the road. We all get
calls asking for us to come out to the
house and give an estimate. It's im-
possible to give an estimate unless
we know exactly what you want. Ma-
terial selection will greatly influence
the cost of the project both on the ac-
tual cost of them as well as what it
takes to install them. Visit Area Show-
rooms. Call around and see what their
hours are and if they require appoint-
ments to come in. The best way to tell
if you are going to feel comfortable
with that company is to see them in
their place of business. Bring your
tools with you, the photos, the meas-

urements, and your ideas.

After you have spent time speaking with one of
the designers or contractors you will be able to look
at products, vignettes in the showrooms, and you'll
get an idea of what they can do for you to get the
project completed. Visiting their place of business al-
lows you to see the actual products, how it's made,
and the quality of what you will be getting. Ask ques-
tions! Do they pull permits? If you are doing any elec-
trical, plumbing, or construction, you need permits.
Permits are your protection. They assure you that
the people coming in your home are properly li-
censed and insured to do the work that they do.

People feel that getting permits makes the
project more expensive. In the long run, it's actually
less expensive. If you get caught in the middle, or
even when it's been completed , it can cause delays
and thousands of dollars. When you go to sell the
home, it can come back and haunt you. The people
that did the work are gone, and you are left with the
project with changes to the structure and no permits
on record. Hiring properly licensed contractors is
your insurance that the work will be done, in a safe
and proper way.

The designer/contractor should be able to
discuss with you what it takes to get the job done,
the time frame, as well as some “ballpark” esti-
mates. Obviously without detailed plans it's impos-
sible to get exact estimates. At least ballpark
estimates will allow you to determine if that com-
pany is within your budget and you feel comfortable
with having them do work in your home.

Once you have visited a few businesses
and showrooms, your next step is to narrow the
field down and decide which firm you would like to
start working with. This may be working with them
to help you get proper plans done so that you can
ultimately get an exact price for what you want, or
contracting them for the complete remodel job.
Most companies will charge a design fee to work
with you to get the plans done and properly
marked and detailed so that you know exactly what
you will be getting. In most cases, all of this design
fee is usually applied as part of the deposit when
you go to contract the remodel job with them. How-
ever, typically these plans are yours and you can
then visit other showrooms/companies to get com-
petitive bids. At least having a proper set of plans,
with the proper details allows you to compare ap-
ples with apples.

Understanding what it takes and the proper
procedure to get from your initial idea to the com-
pleted project will help make this a smooth and en-
joyable process. You should trust who you hire and
feel comfortable with them. If you don’t, and are
hiring them on price alone, then you are in for a
bumpy ride. If you don’t get that warm feeling now,
it doesn’t get any better when the work starts.
Remember, take your time, investigate, and under-
stand what it takes to do a proper remodeling proj-
ect. Doing so will allow you to have a smooth
transition from your “Before to your After “ and a
completed project you can be proud of and love.

A SPECTACULAR TWO-STORY ESTAT




"It all began with a phone call
shortly after this past thanksgiving
to help select a few interior paint
colors for the client's newly pur-
chased home. After a few weeks of
working together the project sud-
denly became soley mine . I view
every project as an opportunity to
create something truly special for
my clients,” says Goode.

Sherri Goode’s goal was to take the
interiors of her client’s HOME and
turn it into a “warm, cozy, yet ele-
gant, functional environment” for
her clients. A home that they could
truly call home. The overall Motif
is Transitional in nature and required
much needed attention to fulfill the
clients expectations.

The "Formal Great Room" had to be
spectacular, says Goode! It is the
main focus when entering into the
home. The views are spectacular
from every room . A myriad of fin-
ishes were used to create a unique
look throughout the interior. This
open floor plans allows for great en-
tertaining. A Swaim Pool table is
strategically placed off to the north
side of the room to allow for privacy
and proper clearance for game play-
ing. The feature wall is covered in
"Flock" wall paper from Italy. This
backdrop gives the space a warm
and eclectic feel.

The center of the great room is the "Formal sit-
ting" area . The faux sheep skin chairs flanked
around a large faux sheep skin ottoman grab
your attention by creating a cozy vibe with ex-
treme comfort. This multi-purpose "Formal"
setting has everything you need in close prox-

imity. On the south side of this "Great Room"
is a custom wet bar area. This space is great for
entertainment. The back splash is covered in
mirrored mosaic tiles combined with quartzite
to coincide with the "Cristalo Quartzite"
counter top.

The "Kitchen" initially was a bit of a challenge in the
sense that nothing coordinated. The existing black
granite counter tops did not flow well with the exist-
ing cabinet finish . Therefore, the idea was to refin-
ish the cabinetry doors and drawers and to re-do the
entire backsplash in the kitchen and butler's pantry.
In order to achieve this task, with careful skill and
technique the cabinet doors and drawers were air-
brushed with a conversion varnish in a white satin
finish. The new backsplash material consists of
"Mother of Pearl" mosaic tiles which creates a
brighter, lighter open feel.

The final touch was to create elegance by using a
crystal, white milky glass, tapered light fixture

suspended over the island.

As you enter the dining room you are mesmerized by
what you see. The seamless "Black Wild Agate"
dining table is 112" x 54" in size . This is a true "one-
of-a-kind" beauty. This slab sits on top of two Italian
stainless steel and wood bases. Lantern shaped glass
mosaic tiles are flanked along the side walls of the
custom "Lux cabinetry" built-in buffet accented with
a and carved mirror.

The remaining walls are covered in glass beaded wall
paper in a damask pattern imported from Italy. The
crystal rectangular tapered light fixture gives the
space just the amount of added elegance.
